Connect one end of an Ethernet cable (RJ-45) to one of the LAN ports of the
router and the other end of the cable (RJ-45) into the Ethernet port on your
computer.

Connect one end of the power adapter to the router’s power port on the
rear panel, and the other side into a wall outlet.

Power on the device by pressing down the power switch on the rear panel.

Drill two holes on the wall. The distance between the holes shall be 168mm.

Fit screws into the wall using the appropriate type of wall plug.
